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Hospital Pharmacy Staffing Requirements

· Hospital with 101 or more beds – at least once full time pharmacist/continuous on-site supervision by pharmacist (pharmacist may consult one additional hospital of 100 or less beds if total of two is not over 150).

· Hospital with 100 or less beds – part time or consulting pharmacist on-site at least once every seven days (consulting pharmacist limited to max of three hospitals and 150 beds).

Technician Supervision Requirements

· Hospital (urban and rural) with 101 or more beds – constant on-site supervision by pharmacist.

· Hospital (urban) between 76 and 100 beds – constant on-site supervision by pharmacist for some tech duties – electronic or on-site supervision for other duties.

· Hospital (rural) 75 beds and less/meets exception requirements below – techs may perform some duties without direct supervision of pharmacist (review within seven days).

Rural Technician Supervision Exception

· Hospital of 75 or less beds located in county of 50,000 or less; or 75 beds or less and CAH, RRC, or SCH.

· Some additional tech training required.

· Must notify and be approved by TSBP – must renew every two years as part of license renewal.
· Med orders must be reviewed by a nurse or practitioner before administering to patient (if pharmacist not on-site and has not reviewed).

· Pharmacist must be available by phone, etc. to answer questions.

· Pharmacist review within 7 days.

Nurse and Other Practitioner Provisions

· Hospital with full-time pharmacist (regardless of bed size). 

· Nurse or practitioner may remove drugs and devices from pharmacy when pharmacy is “closed”.

· Pharmacist must verify and perform drug regimen within 72 hours.

· Hospital with part-time or consulting pharmacist (regardless of bed size).

· Nurse or practitioner may remove drugs and devices from pharmacy when pharmacist is not on duty or pharmacy is “closed”.

· Pharmacist must verify and perform drug regimen within 7 days.

Pharmacist Review of Technician, Nurse or Other Practitioner Filling Med Order and Performing Other Unsupervised Duties
· Pharmacist present – immediate (prospective).

· Pharmacist not present:

· 72 hours if hospital with full-time pharmacist (regardless of bed size).

· 7 days if hospital with part-time or consulting pharmacist.

· TSBP prohibited until after September 1, 2011, from establishing any requirement on rural hospitals regarding prospective/retrospective drug review by a pharmacist (Texas Occupations Code 562.1011 (i) - HB 1924).  
· Drug use advance review cannot be required when a delay in administration of the drug would harm the patient in an urgent or emergency situation, including sudden changes in a patient's clinical status (Texas Occupations Code 562.1011 (i) - HB 1924).
