Health System To Build /
New Patient-care Tower

Hill Country Memorial Health
System (HCMHS) in
Fredericksburg will build a multi-
story patient tower equipped to
provide patients of Hill Country
Memorial Hospital with well-
designed, evidence-based
private rooms.

“This is all about providing
quality and confidentiality in a
sophisticated community like
ours where we have long-time
residents and new retirees
coming in from all over the
country,”  Allen Daigle,
chairman, HCMHS Board
Planning Committee, said. “This
new patient facility with all
private rooms 1is the right
direction for us to go. It’s a
project deserving of our
support.”

Leo C. Tynan, III, M.D., the
hospital’s chief of staff, said
studies have shown that
patients heal better and are more
comfortable in private rooms.
“The size of those rooms makes
it easier for family members to be
present, and our medical staff
can be more efficient as well,” he
said. “The healing touch comes
in many ways at Hill Country
Memorial. The new patient
tower is one of the most
important ways.”

The project will add a structure
of four levels on the site now
occupied by the Eckert-Smith-
Medical Office Building (just
north of the Women’s Pavilion)
and several storage and annex
buildings in that immediate area.
It will house ancillary support
services, 50 private patient
rooms and storage. “Other
enhancements to the building
and campus are under review as
well,” said Mark Peterson,
executive director/facilities for
the health system.

According to Michael R.
Williams, D.O., M.D., HCMHS
interim chief executive officer,
the 50 new beds will replace 40
semi-private beds on Central
Nursing Unit. “It will provide the
hospital with the capability of
licensing and operating as many
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
