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The granite “Ochiltree
General Hospital” monu-
ment erected on the
hospital’s front lawn last
Tuesday had been “on the
drawing board and off the
drawing board” for several
years, C.D. Russell said.

Russell, a native of Ochil-
tree County and a long time
general contractor, played a
vital role in ‘all aspects of
having the stone sign in-
stalled. Judy Russell, CD’s
wife, filmed the event.

Judy has been with OGH
as a nurse for 32 years and
Director of Nursing since
1987, and she indicated that
the hospital had been with-
out a main sign since the
building was remodeled in
1995. “So CD drew blue-

prints and sent the proposal

to the board of trustees,” she
said.

OGH administrator Wally
Boyd pointed out that the
hospital has never had an of-
ficial monument on the
property, and said, “We’re
just thrilled to death with this
one.” He also extended
thanks on the part of the hos-
pital district to Russell for
the contribution made in tak-
ing care of the numerous
details in bringing the monu-
ment here.

The monument arrived
from Granite, OK in four
pieces—one cube and three
slabs about 4’ x 2’—with a
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OGH finally ‘set in stone’
