By DON INGRAM 

publisher@basinbroadband.com 

Permian Regional Medical 

Center Directors Monday 

reviewed future goals 

for the hospital, which potentially 

could include an 

independent living complex 

for senior citizens. 

The board met in the goalsetting 

setting session to look at 

trends for the medical institution, 

and possible needs to 

accommodate a growing 
community. The hospital in 

recent years has seen considerable 

activity in conjunction 

with growth in the 

community from a robust oil 

 industry, and move-ins associated 

with the uraniumenrichment 

facility being 

constructed west of 

Andrews near Eunice, N.M. 

The goal-setting session, 

which used the theme of 

Where Are We Going, What 
Do We Want To Be,  looked 

at avenues like a mobile 

clinic which could not only 

serve industries like Waste 

Control Specialists and 

Louisiana Energy Services 

(LES), but could potentially 

extend into rural settings to 

provide services in 

underserved areas. 

With the clinics at PRMC 
seeing record numbers of 

patients, a mobile clinic 

could also be available to 

relieve clinic offices, some 

doctors now seeing over 160 

patients a week. Two hospital 

staffers would man the 

mobile clinic, likely a nurse 

practitioner and a nurse, 

the possible cost for the portable 

clinic being about 
$100,000, 

Discussion was also 

raised about an independent 

living complex to accommodate 

seniors wanting 
to consolidate their living 

arrangement and not have 

the expense of keeping a 

residence. The idea isn t
